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The purposes of this research are to study: (1) Perception of state authorities toward tobacco industry

image; (2) attitude of state authorities toward CSR activities of tobacco industry; (3) trustworthiness of state authorities

toward tobacco industry; (4) the decision of state authorities in collaborating with the tobacco industry and; (5) the

relationship among the variances mentioned above.

The research has conducted in a survey research of 400 state authorities. Questionnaires were used to

collect data. Percentage, mean scores, frequency, standard deviation and Pearson's Product Moment Correlation

Coefficient were applied to analyze data. SPSS program was employed for data processing.

The results of the study are as follows:

State authorities have positive perception toward tobacco industry image.

State authorities have positive attitude toward CSR activities of tobacco indﬁstry.

State authorities have less trustworthiness toward tobacco industry.

State authorities tend to collaborate with the tobacco industry moderately.

Perception of state authorities toward tobacco industry image is not significantly related to the decision in
collaborating with the tobacco industry.

Perception of state authorities toward tobacco industry image is not significantly related to atfitude toward
CSR activities of fobacco industry.

Perception of state authorities toward tobacco industry image is not significantly related to trustworthiness
of state authorities toward tobacco industry.

Attitude of state authorities toward CSR activities of tobacco industry is significantly related fo the decision
in collaborating with the tobacco industry.
