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This study has 2 objectives: 1) to examine the level of behavior in opening to view
television drama of secondary school students of Buengtonglang School, Bangkok;
2) to investigate the association between the opening to view television drama and expression
behavior on self development of secondary school students of Buengtonglang School, Bangkok.
The data were collected using constructed questionnaires. Accidental sampling was made to
obtain 171 samples of senior secondary school students grade 10 — i2.  The data were analyzed
using frequencies, percentage, mean, Chi-square, Cramer’s V, and Phi. The result was concluded
as in the followings.

1.The majority of the samples is females, aged 17 years. The number of family
members is 4 — 5 persons. Their parents worked as hired employees. The samples lived with
their parents. Their family income ranged between 10,001 — 20,000 Baht. About 3 in 4 of the
samples had opened and view television programme with their families. Two thirds had opened
and viewed television drama more than 4 hows in a week. And about half chose to open and
view television drama of the Military TV 7 during 20.00 — 24.00 hrs.

2. Regarding expression behavior in self development of the samples, it was found that
they had positive expression behavior, i.e. catching up the news and social movements, being
gratitude to their parents, understanding several social situations, social problems, and being

creative.

3. Considering factors associating with expression behavior in self development, it was
found that sex, favor of romantic drama, life drama, social reflection drama, environmental
reservation drama, dynastic drama, and supernatural drama, are associated with expression
behavior in self development,

4. It is recommended that the television drama managers or the T.V. stations should
include in their dramas the contents or the components that based on facts and reasons, for
example, the social reflection drama or the environmental reservation drama. More attention
should be paid to these types of drama, and they should be periodically presented since they
would build up awareness and values of public contribution than of self need. Moreover, some

misleading behaviors should be strictly censored and prohibited to present to the public.
