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In the study on “Results of the Implementation of Poor Households in the Poverty
Alleviation (P.A.) Project Phase Il (B.E. 2541-2544): A Case of a Village in Ubonratchathani
Province” had three objectives as follows: 1) To study results of the implementation of
poor households in the P.A. Project Phase II (B.E. 2541-2544) in accordance with the
project objectives. 2) To study factors relating to the success or failure of the P.A. Project
Phase 11 (B.E. 2541-2544) implementation of poor households. 3) To study problems and
obstacles of poor househclds in implementing the P.A. Project Phase II (B.E. 2541-2544).
This study used qualiiative methodology by collecting data through documentary study,
observation and in-depth interview. Target group of the study was people from poor
households who participated in the project. Twenty one key informants were, selected by
purposive sampling technique and triangulation technique from 21 poor households which
received loans from the P.A. Project.

The study found that:

1. Poor households which received loans from P.A. Project Phase II mostly were
male, 41-50 years of age, having primary education, having househoid income 30,001-
50,000 baht per vear, growing vegetables for living. Before participating in the project, the
household had income 10,001-30,000 baht per year and after participating, they had about
30,001-50,000 baht per year.
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2. Results of project implementation of poor households. Most of samples used
loans for occupation which had proposed to the project: After participating in the project,
income of the samples was increasing, which achieved the project goals, and living
conditions and quality of life of the samples was better off

3. Factors relating to the success of the implementation were occupation technique,
honesty, hard working, patience, recommendation from officials and occupation training.

4. Factors relating to the failure of the implementation were the lack of
knowledge and understanding in project rules and regulations, the lack of production
resources and the lack of training courses on new occupation.

5. The project success in loaning for occupation, increasing of income and living
condition and quality of life of the poor households in accordance with targets in basic
need indicators, was at high level.

6. Target group was satisfied with the project in loaning system and rules, process
in receiving loans, relevant staff and personnel and results of the project, but was not
satisfied with payment due to the returning of money in a period of one year was 100 short.

7. Problems and obstacles in implementing of poor households were that amount
of loans was too small, a period of returning of loans, which was one year for all
occupations, was not suitable to some types of occupations, which need more than one
year for their productivity; price of products was low because the households can not
determine the price.

Recommendations from the study

1. The Village Committee on Poverty Alleviation Fund should monitor living of
poor households, especially on the increasing of income.

2. Relevant officials should provide recommendations in new occupation.

3. The Village Committee on Poverty Alleviation Fund should be stringént to
rules and regulations.

4. Training for The Viliage Committee on Poverty Alleviation Fund on roles and
functions are needed to emphasize.

5. There should be provision of market for products producing poor houscholds

which participated in the project.
