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This study aimed to study role of border patrol police officers on Hala-
Bala forest conservation, Amphoe Betong, Yala Province by using in-dept
interview with commanders and implementors. A total number of informants was
10. Data then was analysed by descriptive statistics.

The study found that border patrol police officers border patrol unit
445, Amphoe Betong, Yala Province understood about resources and environment
of the forest very well. Most officers had been operating in this forest area.
Therefore they had commitments and realization on loss of forest by encreaching
illegal logging and wild life hunting. Every officer had intention to do their
assignments in forest conservation and suppressing wrongdoers. Mean while, in
working with mass, the networks were built and cooperation for from youth,
people, private sectors and government was conducted in order to establish the
organization against forest and wild life invation. A

In the fifth mater plan of border patrol police, (B.E. 25454-2549)
mentioned that the section 2 of the Southern Kings forest project (Hala-Bala forest)
was one of Royal instiative projects. Therefore, role of border patrol police
officers, border patrol unit 445 in prevention and suppression and also provision of
knowledge about forest and wild life invasion was clear.

Recommendations

Border patrol police headquater should provid more budgets to the
border patrol unit 44 in order to create more activities about Hala-Bala forest
conservation. The headquater also should consider and assign commander who has
true understanding aad visions on natural resources conservation. And the forest
should be promoted to be natural class room for youth and people who are
interesting relevant governemtn agencies and media should distribute information
