The purpose of the study was to find out the high school students’ knowledge
about sex education, opinion about the sex education program in the year 2002, the
factors related to their opinion, and probiems and cbstacles to studying in the sex
education course.

A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 392 high school students in
the school in Sathorn area, Bangkok, under the Formal Education Department. The
framework of the study included the independent variables (the background variables:
sex, age, study year level, parents’ marital status, the person the student lives/stayed **
and the person the student talked to or consulted about sex) and the dependent
variable, i.e., opinion on the sex education program in 2002. Both descriptive and
inferential statistics were used to analyzed the data.

The findings were briefly stated as follows:

1. The number of male students in the study exceeded that of the female
students. Their average age was 16-35. Most were in Matthayomsuksa 4. Their parents
lived together and they lived the their parents. Most of 'the students talked about or
consulted others almost sex. They usually talked to their close friends of the same sex.

2. The knowledge about sex education of the high school students samples

was found to be at a moderate level.
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3. The students were found to strongly agree to the sex education program. All
the aspects of the sex education course completeness of the content, appropriateness
for the present world, and suitability of teachers and teaching activities were found to be
strongly agreed to.

4. When the hypothesis were tested, age and study year level were found to
affect their opinion about the sex education program.

Recommendations

1. The parents should tech their children to play the role appropriate for their
sex. They should respond to their children's basic needs, were good models and good
advisers to them.

2. The schools should coordinate with other agencies in setting up a consulting
center to give advice to students. The teachers in the sex education program shou!d be
selected and trained to be ready to tech the subject. The teaching aids should also be
improved.

3. The government should accelerate decentralization of power to local areas
and emphasize the student-centered approach. The sex educational prégram should
focus on moraie, ethics ahd Ggood valuss. It should centrol the mass media which

present sex matters in an unappropriate way.
