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The two objectives of the study were 1) to find out the results of the “‘White”’
Schaol ﬁroject and 2) to identify the steps or procedures contributing to the success in
solving the problem of drug-addicted school students.

The framework of the study included inputs, process, output and outcome. The
data were collected from 66 teachers at Satriwittaya 2 School. The study used both”
quantitative and qualitative data. The instruments were a questionnaire to collect the.
quantitative data and an interview schedule to collect the qualitative data, using an
in-depth interview method.

The findings were reported briefly below.

1. As a whole, the “White”” School Project was found to be highly successful. All
the aspects evaluated were found to be highly successful. These aspects were knowing
the objectives of the “White” School Project, clearness of the objectives, public
relations about the “‘White” School Project. Resources, characteristics of the
organization/role of the school, promotion of prevention, suppression and rehabilitation
activities, and foliowing up and evatiation.

2. Searching for studre s with suspected behavior. From interviewing the key
informants, it was found that they knew which students were drug addicts by noticing
their physical condition. Wher thav coubted that a certain student might be a drug
addict, they wouid talked with that student to find out the truth. If the student accepted it,
they would contact his/her parents. As for the following up activity, most would

coordinate with the parents to help that student.
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Regarding giving an opportunity for the student who were no longer a drug
addict, it was found that the school allowed him/her to continue studying there and the
teacher in the student administration line and the home teacher will observe his/her
behaviors. Also, the student would be persuaded to join the school activity. As for his or
her study. The teacher would make the student turn in all their assignments. The result of
the operation was that most students did not take the drug again.

Recommendations

1. The students should be educated about the harmful effects of
narcotics and the life skills to prevent themselves from narcotics. The school should
cooperate with the Parents Association, the community and agencies concerned in
setting a plan to carry out the narcotic prevention and elimination project.

2. The school should have a policy to prevent and solve the narcotic
problems. Activities should be arranged to rehabilitate the drug-addicted students and

to change their attitude toward narcotics as well as their improper behavior.
