The objectives of this research are 1) to study decision making of the
parents who send their child to a boarding school 2) to study the factors that effect the
decision of parents who send their child to a boarding school.

| The population of the study is 290 parents of students in Prathom 6 of
the academic year 2002 at Wattana Wittaya Academy. The study found that most of the
parents are mothers whose age is between 41 and 45 years old. Their highest education
is bachelor's degree. Most of parents have their own business. The GPA of their child
were 3.51 - 4.00.

The number of parents who want to send their child to a boarding school
is 70.6 percent.

The reasons for entering their child in boarding school are

1) Their child will have good conduct 2) Their child will be able to adapt
to live with others. 3) School environment (Surrounding, safety and living conditions).

The reasons for not entering their child in boarding school are 1) The
parents want to be close to their child 2) The parents are afraid that their child will be too
attached to one group of friends 3) The parents want their child to be able to have

freedom to do other things out of scheol.

Recommendations

1. The school should attend to the guidance of students behavior
which will bring about good conduct as students progress through life.

2. The school should develop the teaching and curriculum in order to
raise the academic standards and, thus, increase the academic competency of the
students.

3. The school should ensure the safety, surroundings and proper living

environment on the campus.
