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The study of The Opinions of the Students in Darunarachaburi School on Learning
Related to the Policy on Educational Reform aimed at 1) finding the opinions of the students in
Darunarachaburi School on learning related to the policy on educational reform; 2) finding tl{e
factors affecting the opinions of the students on the learning related to the policy on educational
reform.

The population was the students studying in secondary education in Darunarachaburi
School. Simple random sampling was used in this sampling. There were 320 students in the
sampling size. The instrument of the study was questionnaire. The statistical treatments were
frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, T-test and F-test.

The findings were as follows:

1. Most of the respondents were boys. They were 14-15 years and studying in lower
secondary education. Most of the respondents who were in upper secondary education had no
special activity in the school. Most of the respondents got the learning information related to the
policy of educational reform from the radio, the television, and the school or teachers
respectively. Apart from being a member of an academic affair in the school, two fifth of the
respondents participated in the school activities by being a member of various clubs in the school.
The respondents often and always participated in the school activities.

2. Most of the respondents agreed with the learning related to the policy on educational

reform.

3. The factors affecting the respondents’ opinions were age, special duty, concern of the
information produced by the radio and television programs and by the school or teachers,
participation in the school activities by being a member of a club, the frequency of participating
in the club. The factors inzffecting the respondents’ opinions were sex and educational level.

Recommendations

1. Policy makers should make all the educational stakeholders understanding in the
learning related to the policy on educational reform. They should distribute more information on
the learning via the radio and the television programs, and through the school or teachers. They
also should instigate the new entrance examination system so that this new system will support
the leamning related to the policy of educaticna! reform.

2. The implementors; i.e. educational institutions, school administrators, should give
more information about learning related to the policy on educational reform by using school’s
media and teacher’s instructional media. The implementors should assign a student more special
duty in the school. They should support students to participate in the school activities by being a
member of a club. They should aiso encourage a student to participate in various clubs of the
school. They should emphasize the frequency of the participation too. The school administrators
have to make sure that teachers take responsibility on the students who have low education

achievement as an individual.
