The study was conducted for there main purposes: 1) to examine the readiness of the
private primary school administrators in education quality assurance operation; 2) to identify
the factors related to their readiness for educational assurance operation in the school; and 3)
to point out the problems in building readiness of the private primary school administrators
in education quality assurance operation.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 106 administrators in Islam
private schools. They were licensees, managers and principals. Percentage, mean, standard

deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the data.

The findings were summarized below:

1. Most of the administrators in the Islam private schools in Narathiwat were male.
Their ages were 36-45. They earned a Bachelor’s degree or higher. Most were in the
position of principal. They had experienced as school administrators for less than S years.
They used to work as teachers for 5-10 years.

2. Readiness of Islam private school administrators for education quality assurance
operation in the school. When the three components of readiness—knowledge and
understanding, access to related information and acceptance of education quality

assurance—were considered, the private school administrators were found to be ready for
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education quality assurance operation at a high level. They had a good knowledge and
understanding about education quality assurance. They.had moderately accessed to related
information. They accepted the education quality assurance operation at a high level.

3. The factors found to be significantly related to the Islam private primary school
administrators in Narathiwat province were education and experience as a teacher. In
contrast, gender, age, and experience as a school administrator were found to have no
relationship with their readiness for this matter.

4. The school administrators’ problems and obstacles to the education quality
assurance operation were that the administrators were not clearly understand how to carry
out education quality assurance, and that their was lack of budget, personnel, materials and
teaching aids.

5. To the Islam private primary school administrators in Narathiwat province to be
ready for education quality assurance work, the researcher made the following
recommendations: (1) Training assurance should be arranged for school administrators to
attend. (2) A working group should be set up to follow up, evaluate and supervise the
schools seriously and continuously. (3) The government should allot an adequate budget to
each school. (4) The agency concerned should publicize more about education quality
assurance.

Further research should emphasize qualitative research by comparing the opinions and
expectations of school administrators in all schools under the Ministry of Education in

Narathiwat regarding the education quality assurance operation.
