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The study was aimed at finding out the family factors related to the
academic achievement of pupils in elementary schools under the Primary
Education Office in Phochai District, Roi Et Province. It also studied the pupils’
problems affecting their learning, in order to recommend some ways to solve the
problems.

The data were collected from 282 pupils in Grade 6 during the 2001
academic year. A questionnaire was used to collect the data, and percentage and
Chi-Square were employed for data analysis.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

1. Most of the pupils in the study were females, aged 11-12. They were
in school for 7-8 years and would enter Grade 7, or Matthayomsuksa 1.

2. Most of the subjects (50.4%) had a high academic achievement.
About 28.7 percent had a moderate academic achievement, and about 20.9 had a
low academic achievement.

3. The family factors found to be significantly related to the pupils’
academic achievement were their family income and their monthly allowance.

4. The factors that had no significant relationship with their academic
achievement were family’s economic status, father’s and mother’s education,
father’s and mother’s occupation, living with the parents or living with others,
relationship within the family, child-rearing pattern of the family, and parents’

attention to the pupil’s study.
