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There are 4 objectives for this research, i. e., 1. to study forms of the primary school teachers’
leamning management, 2. to study factors relating to such a learning management, 3. to find out
problems and obstacles in the management of learning, 4. to study trends of the learning management.
The study was done qualitatively by using the in-depth interview technique to interview 18 primary
school teachers as key-informants. In addition, the researcher visited the schools and observed working
contexts directly. Data obtained were analysed with logical context description and descriptive
statistics.

Findings of the study can be summarised as follows :

1. Mult.iple forms of learning are applied in the schools, i.e., social interaction, thinking
process, personality development, behavior adjustment, contextual and capability formats.

2. Among important factors reported by key - informant are school personnel , i. e.,
teacher, school administration, student and parents, budget and equipment and management in the form
of participation management.

3. Problems and obstacles found are inadequate budget and equipment, lack of co-operation
among colleagues and others.

4. Trends for the future as seen by the key-informant are not clear ; they expect to receive
sufficient budget from the government for the improving of the management of learning in order to up-
grading the work.

The researcher recommends that the teacher should organize multiple form of learning and
teaching and the school administration should closely monitor the technic of teachers’ leamning

management regularly.
