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Administration’s Ordering of Strest Policy

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The study was aimed at finding out the factors related to the street
vendors' attitude toward Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA)'s ordering of
street policy in order to make some recommendations on pelicy planning concerning
BMA's ordering of street policy. The data were collected from 433 street vendors on
the sidewalks both in and outside the lenient zone and the reviewed zone in four districts
: Bangkholam, Yannava, Klongsan and Ratburana.

The findings were summarized below :

1. The overall attitude of the street vendors toward BMA's ordering of
street policy was found to be at a moderate level (i = 2.38). When the answers to
individual questions were considered, it was found that the street vendors thought that
during the present economic recession, BMA shoul-d not limit the number of street
vendors. it should aliow any person to be liberally engaged in street vending and just
collect the rental fee for using the public area. They agreed that at the end of the day,
the street vendors should not ieave their property in the public area, and that they
should cover their food with transparent plastic, which would be good to buyers' health.
However, Some BMA rules and regulations should be revised to cope with the current
situation. Moreover, at present there was something not suitable in the lenient zone.
BMA should have only one dish washing spot for many street vendors in order to save
their cost. They disagreed that the BMA regulation that all street vendors had to stop

selling every Wednesday. Next, the street vendors should be given an opportunity to
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select their own representative to lock after each zone. Finally, they disagreed that they
were not be allowed to sell their goods outside the lenient and the reviewed zones, but
had to sell their goods in trade zones.

2. The factors influencing their attitude toward BMA's ordering of street
policy were gender. level of knowledge, income and number of years one was engaged
in street vending. On the contrary, age, marital status, residence and zone diffirence
were found to have no infiuence on their attitude toward BMA's ordering of street policy.

Recommendations

Since it was difficult for the ordering of street vending to become totally
successful or for the MBA rules  and reguiations to be followed strictly, the following
were recommended.

1. The imposition of lenient and reviewed zones should be revised by
taking the public benefit into consideration.

2. To lessen the street vendors' violation of the BMA rules and
regulations, BMA should be flexible to a certain extent because of the current economic
crisis. It should listen to the street vendors' opinions when imposing rules and
regulations.

3. The BMA rules and regulations should be updated to cope with the
present condition.

4. BMA officials must study and completely understand the BMA rules
and regulations. They should enforce them step by step, from, for example, warning to
fining and prohibiting from selling.

5. Any essential rules and regulations must be strictly enforced. If any
street vendor violates such rules or regulations as prohibiting selling on road surface,

must be seriously punished.
