The purposes of the study were to examine the attitudes toward
premarital sex, and to identify the factors influencing such attitudes.

The data were collected from 300 single female students at Rangsit
University in January-February 2002. The subjects were asked to complete a
questionnaire, and the completed questionnaire was analyzed by means of statistical
methods, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test.

The results of this study show that :

1. According to the subjects’ personal data, most of them were more
than 19 years of age and their income ranged from 4,000 to 6,000 baht per month.They
had little knowledge about sex.and were not involved in drinking alcohol.

2. In respect to their families, half of the 300 students lived with their
parents or relatives, but the other half did not. Further more, In addition, most of the
subjects’ parents still live together. they received some sex education from their parents.

3. In terms of their social environment, their friends did not have risky
behavior. They received little influence from the media.

4. The subjects’ attitudes toward premarital sex were, on average, at a
medium level.

5. The factors influencing such attitudes. Seven variables agreed with the
hypothesis : age, income, marital status of the subjects’ parents, housing, alcohol
consumption, characteristics of friends, and media influence. Two variables did not

agree with the hypothesis : sex education received from parents and knowledge about

sex.
