The study examined the attitude of adolescent toward homosexual
behavior and factors related to their attitude in order to use the research results

to find some methods to prevent and correct homosexual behavior.

The sample groups were composed of 400 undergraduate students in all
four years of study at Rangsit University. Questionnaires were used for data
collection. This study employed statistical techniques of frequency , percentage ,

mean , standard deviation , and chi - square test.
It was found in this study that :

1. The majority of the sample groups were females , aged 20 on the
average. Their grade point average (GPA) was 2.01 - 3.00 upon graduation from
a co-educational school. Their parents lived together. Their domicile was Bangkok

and perimeter and they lived with their parents.

2. The family factors were that : They were brought up in a strict way,
the relationships between the father and the children , between the mother and the

children , and between the father and the mother were found to be at a

moderate level.

3. Most of the people sample interacted with people who commit
homosexual behavior. These people who commit homosexual behavior were

classmates , friends in faculty , and friends in university.
4. Their attitude toward adolescent homosexual behavior was indifferent.

5. No significant relationship was found between their attitude toward
adolescent homosexual behavior and sex , age , faculty group, GPA, from educated
senior high school level class, parents’ marital status , domicile , living environment ,
method of bringing —up, and the relationship between the father and the mother.
A significant relationship was found between their attitude toward adolescent
homosexual behavior and class level, the relationship between the father and
the children, the relationship between the mother and the children, and those

who are friends with homosexuals with a 0.05 level of significance.
