A questionnaire was used to cellect the data from 298 people who rode
motoreveles within the Ubonratchathant Municipality or passed through it The
questionnaire was composed of six parts. The first part concerned the background
variables : the second the respondents: access to information related matorevele-
nding : the thard ther knowledge about the traffic wules @ the tourth therr attitude
toward observing the traffic rules : the fitth their motorcveic-riding behavior and
the sixth their recommendations. Percentage. mean. and standard deviation were
emploved to describe the daia and t-test and F-test 1o test the hypotheses or to find

out the relationship between the independent and the dependent variabies.
