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The study investigated the appropriateness of secondary school teaching and learning at
Kanaratsadornbamroong 2 School, the factors affecting the teaching and leaming, and the
problems and obstacles. A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 240 students in
Mathayomsuksa 1-6 studying in the first semester of the academic year 2002. They were
randomly selected from the population of 663 students. Frequency, percentage. and mcan were
uscd to describe the data and Chi-square was employed to test the hypothesis.

It was found that most of the students in the study were female. Most of them were
Buddhists and were 12-15 years old. Their Grade Point Avcrage (GPA) was 2.01-2.50. The
majority did not have brothers or sisters studying at this school. Their parents were government
officials/state enterprise employees, and carned a monthly income of lower than 5,000 bath. The
distance from home to the school was less than 5 kilometers. They were very impressed by the
school. The received a little information from the school. They planned to further their education
or entered a profession.

The appropriateness of secondary school teaching andg leamning was found to be moderate.
The social environmental factors found to be significantly related to the teaching and learning
were good impression with the school and a desire to further one's education or to enter a
profession. On the contrary, gender, religion, age, GPA, having brothers and sisters studying ait
the school, the economic environmental factors (i.e., parents’ occupation and income), and the
social factors (i.e., distance from home to the school and receiving information from the school)
were found to have no relationship with the teaching and learning. One main problem found was
inadequacy of teaching aids, like video cassettes, video players, tape cassettes, tape recorder, and

heat-alleviating machines, like electric fans and air-conditioners.

It was recommended that the school administrator purchase these teaching aids and heat-
alleviating machines. This may be done by requesting a budget or a fund or asking for financial
assistance from other organizations. A plan should be set and a working group be established to
handle this matter. Development should continuously be made in classroom building and teaching

aids and equipment to create a good learning atmosphere.
