Since high education is a way to develop human resources, which benefits the
society, the people and the society, The researcher became interested in Human resource
development through education and set the following two objectives for conduction research.

1) to find out the decision to further their education of Grade 6 pupils in Su-
ngai-kolok District, Narathiwad Province :

2) to examine the factors related to their decision to further their education.

The total populatior. of the study was 1,188 Grade 6 pupils studying in the first
semester of the academic year 2002 in su-ngai-kolok District, Narathiwad Province. The total
sample of 230 pupils were purposively selected and a questionnaire was distributed to gather the
data. Percentage, mean, standard derivation and Chi-square were employed for data analysis.
The findings were summarized below.

More than 80 percent of the pupils had decided to further their studies while the
rest couldn’t make a decision yet. About 86.5 percent wanted to earn a higher degree than a
Bachelor’s degree.

1. Pupils’ background data

Most of the pupils in the study were female. Their academic performance was
good. The majority decided to further their education upon completion of Grade 6.

Parents’ background data. Most parents held a Bachelor’s degree. They were
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government officials or state enterprise employees. The majority earned a salary of more than
20,000 baht.

2. Environmental factors. The environmental factors studies were relationship
within the family, the value of conformity to people close to hinvher, access to information about
further education, and the teaching and learning atmosphere. All these factors as a whole were
found to have a moderate mean score.

3. Pupils’ attitude toward teaching and learning. Emotion was found to have
more influence on their decision to further the studies than thinking and behavior.

4. The factors related to the pupils® decision to further their education were the
pupils’ background, the parents’ background, the family and social environment factors, and the

pupils” attitude toward learning.

Recommendations

The pupils’ decision to further their education is a good sign for their future.
However, in onder that they will not be disappointed if they cannot enter university, the following
are recommended :

1. The government should have a channel for these pupils to get information
about how to further their studies and provide them with a chance to do so as much as possible

2. The school should give to pupils advice on related information and prepare

them to be qualified for higher education.
