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The study of “Knowledge and Behavior of Village Health Volunteer toward
the Using of Herbs and Thai Traditional Medicine : A Case Study of Raman District,
Yala Province” had the following objectives:

1. to study behavior of village health volunteer toward the using of herbs and
Thai traditional medicine,

2. to study factors affecting behavior of village health volunteer toward the
using of herbs and Thai traditional medicine,

3. to study problems and obstacles after using of herbs and Thai traditional
medicine.

The sample group consisted of 144 village health volunteers, 2 from each

village selected by using Simple Random Sampling from 72 villages.
Results

1. Most subjects were female, age between 20 — 40 years, completed Prathom
Suksa level, their family income less than 5,000 baht per year, being a village health
volunteer more than 5 years, being trained in using of herbs and Thai traditional
medicine, being members of other association and receiving information about herbs

and Thai traditional medicine from Public Health Officer.
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2. Their knowledge level in using of herbs and Thai traditional medicine was
at a high level. In addition, their behavior in using of herbs and Thai traditional
medicine was at a high level. Most of them grew herbs around the house for
emergency case and advising their neighbor about théir benefit. They also used herb in
primary health care such as using alovelar when burning by fire or hot water.

3. For hypothesis testing results, it was found that age, income, training
experience in using of herbs and Thai traditional medicine, being in the other social
position, receiving the information about using of herbs and Thai traditional medicine,
level of their knowledge in using herbs and Thai traditional medicine had a significant
relationship with the behavior of using herbs and Thai traditional medicine. However,
age, education, period of being a volunteer had no a significant relationship with the

behavior of using herbs and Thai traditional medicine.
