The Study was conducted for following objective : 1) to study the levels of family
stability of National Institute of Development Administration students, 2) to reveal the
factors related to levels of family stability.

The sample were 274 married male and female students of special program in
Bangkok of National Institute of Development Administration who have children.
Questionnaire was used to collect data for these samples.

The findings were briefly stated as follows :

1) Students of National Institute of Development Administration’s level of family
stability were high in overall.

2) Career of students is significantly related to their family stability. Hence sex ,
age , married status , in habitant , taking care of children and family income were found
not statistically significant.

3) The mental factors such as attitude with own self were significantly related to
their family stability. The psychological condition of family members was found not
statistically significant.

4) The element of family such as relationship and spending time in family were
significantly related to their family stability. Bringing up the child were found not

statistically significant.
