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The study of “Factors Affecting the Operation of Community Health Product
Production Group according to the Economic Sufficiency Concept in Yasothon
Province” has 3 following objectives:

1. tostudy the operation of community health product production group
according to the policy of promoting and developing health product quality under the
economic sufficiency concept,

2. tostudy factors affecting the operation of community health product
production group aﬁcording to the policy of promoting and developing health product
quality under the economic sufficiency concept,

3. to use the research results as the guidelines for improving the policy of
promoting and developing health product quality in community.

The sample consisted of members and committees of community health
product production groups according to the policy of promoting and developing health
product quality under the economic sufficiency concept in Yasothon Province. The
data was gathered in each district by using Simple Random Sampling. The sample
group were 205 members from 8 production groups in each district. In addition, the

whole members from the group which consisted of less than 30 members were selected
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to be the sample group. However, only 50 % of the total members from the group
which consisted of more than 30 members were selected to be the sample group. The
statistics employed for data analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-
test and F-test.

Results

1. Most were female, age between 30-39 years, marital status, completed
Prathom Suksa level, being agriculturists, their income between 5,001-10,000 baht,
joining the group for 2-3 years, having the stocks less than 10 shares and receiving last
year profit less than 2,000 baht.

2. Itwas found that the objective clearness in promoting and developing
health product quality in community according to the economic sufficiency concept
was at a moderate level which was the same level as group organization structure
management, work management technique, self dependent and receiving supporting
from others.

3. Most group operation results were at a moderate level.

4. Factors affecting the group operation were marital status, education,
objective clearness, organization structure management, work management technique,
self dependent and receiving supporting from other organizations. However, factors

did not affect group operation were age and family annual income.
