An Evaluation of the Effectiveness of the Thailand — United Nations Collaborative
Action Plan at Chaophraya community in Yannawa district aimed to find out:

I. Knowledge levels of people in principle and mean of development of the

Thai -UNCAP Plan.

2. Self reliance mind of the people along the Chaophraya.

3. To evaluate the effectiveness in four components consists of, participation in

meeting, operating and manage their own activities, benefit and monitor.

4. The relationship between the knowledge level in principle development in

Thailand — UNCAP plan and the awareness of self reliance and their participation in
three parts,

The sample group consisted of 67 households from about 200 household that were
selected by systematic random.

The evaluation has analyzed from quantitative data (collected by questionnaires) and from
data collected interviewing key informants questionnaires were employed to céllect the data and work out
the percentage mean and Person’s correlation co-efficient at significance level of 0.05 were use for
hypothesis test the relation between knowledge levels of people in principle and mean of development, the
self reliance mind and participation in three components. The findings of the study are described as

general characteristics: Most People of with 73.0% are female. Has an average age of 36.9 years old. The
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number of people aged between 40-70 years old was 40.3 % out of the group (71.6%) completed
elementary level of education and have lived in Chaopﬁraya community for 9 — 12 years.

Most of the people were found to have a high level of knowledge and understanding in

principles and concepts of the Thai - UNCAP development approach. The average pointis 5.8 from 8

The findings of self reliance minds has been identified in five parts.

1. Most samples 76.1% know the objectives of the Thai - UNCAP Plan which is to
empower the people in community to plan and manage their own strengths and
capabilities.

2. Most samples (73.1%) agree with the principles of Thai — UNCAP Plan which is
based on the self reliance development approach.

3. Most samples (76.1%) point of view on the crucial factors of development is the
participation of all peoplein community.

4. Most samples (64.2%) are satisfied with living in Chaophraya community. Most
samples (64.2%) opinion is that the solidarity in the community is at a moderate
level. The motivation to plan and manage their own development. Most samples
believe (55.2%) that the important factor in development is people
participation. The opinion about the future of Chaophraya community: most
samples (83.6%) believe that Chaophraya community should have been developed in
a better way, Samples (47.8%) engaged in meeting and workshops occasionally.
In most samples (87.1%) opinion the most important factor which delivers good
quality of life, is people participation. It is not only the duty of the
government sector or non government sector.

S Most samples (64.2%) confided and trusted in the competence of the community
committee and 59.7 % of samples confided and trusted in the transparency of the
community committee.

The findings of the participation of people in Thai — UNCAP plan at Chaophraya

Community: Most of the samples were found to have a moderate level of participation. Samples engaged
in operational activities the point is 2.8 from 4. Second is participated in beneficiary the point is 2.2

from 4. Third is meeting and sharing their problems as well as finding ways and means to solve them.
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The point is 1.9 from 4. The participation in monitor is in a moderate level. The point is 3.2 from 6.
There was significant positive relationship between sex, age, education level, the knowledge level in
principle development and three participatory processes but the self reliance minds is non positive

significant relationship.
RECOMMENDATIONS :

1. More information about the sanitary physical, environment should be promoted and
driven through to implementation. This serve to increase an awareness of better living
without any extra cost.

2. People should have more chances to participate in the monitoring processes. The
officer from Yannawa district should ensure the community committee prepare
accurate financial statements which encourage good governances in the community.

3. The officer from Yannawa district should promote the aid teacher who takes care of
the children. They should pass on knowledge and training about psychology and
activities involved in school experiences. These various skill influence the of Childs
quality of life, growth and development.

4, Community committees should initiate activities which emphasize strong family

relationships and create activities instead of meal celebration with alcoholic drinks.
