Pupils at the Schools under the Office of Primary

The study was conducted for the following purposes : 1) to reveal the
reading halite of Grade 6 pupils at the schools under the Office of Primary Education,
Muang District, Ubonatchathani Province, 2) to identify the factors related to their reading
behavior. The data were collected by distributing the questionnaires to 180 grade 6
pupils at the schools under the office of Primary Education, Muang District,
Ubonratchathani Province and 180 parents of the pupil samples. Frequency, percentage,
standard deviation, t-test and F-test were used to analyze the data.

The findings were summed up as follows :

Most of the pupils in the sample group were female.  Their Grade Point
Average (GPA) was 3.01-4.00. They had 1-2 siblings who were in a primary school.
Their parents were government officials/state enterprise employees. Most earned more
than 12,000 baht. They held a Bachelor's degree.

The pupils, reading behavior was found to be moderate. The highest mean
of the reading behavior belonged to the source of books the pupil read, followed by time
spent on reading, period of reading, and type of books the pupil read.

The parents were found to promote their children’ reading habit at a high
level. The three items that received the highest sever were : 1) Explaining to the child the
usefulness of reading. For example, reading makes one clever and broadens one's
horizon. 2) Talking'to the child about the reading problems. 3) Last year you bought
books for your child and suggested hAiml her to read news or other interesting stories. The

lowest mean belonged to taking the child to the library or the reading place in the village.
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The factors found to be significantly related to the pupils’ reading behavior
were sex, and parents’ reading promotion. That is, the female pupils read more than male
pupils. Other factors were not related to the pupils’ reading behavior. Moreover, the
pupils whose parents promoted reading at a high lively love reading more than their

counterparts.

Recommendations.

1. The parents should encourage their children to read or buy book for
them to read.

2. The parents should level reading so that they can serve as models for
their children.

3. The pupils should be trained to love reading, searching for new

knowledge, and spending their free time at the library .
