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The three objectives of the study were : (1) to find out the opinion of members
of the village fund on the fund operation in terms of context and inputs, 2) to lean their opinion
about the operational process of the village fund, and 3) to examine their opinion on the results of
the fund operation.

The concepts and theories included in the study were the concept of project
analysis, the concept of people’s participation, the concept of evaluation, the concept of
administrative and managerial efficiency, the concept of operational efficiency, the concept of
administration in the form of a committee, and the concept of the village fund.

The sample consisted of two groups of people. The first group included 69
village fund committee numbers, i. e ., chairmans, treasurers , and ordinary committee members.
The second group included 201 village fund members who did not make a loan. The first group
was purposively selected and the second group was selected by accidental sampling. A
questionnaire was used to collect the data from those who can read and write fluently but
interview was used for those who could hardly write .

1. As a whole, the fund members were found to have a knowledge and
understanding of the context at a high level (X = 0.91). When the individual dimensions were
coﬁsidered, both the village fund committee members and ordinary members had the best
understanding about the benefit and the goal of the village fund (i = 0.96). The analysis showed
that the village fund committee had a beiter knowledge and understanding than the fund

members.
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2. Regarding the inputs, it was found that the fund committee member
participated in the process of setting up the village fund and the fund regulations more than the
fund members. When the individual dimensions were considered separately, the fund committee
member s were found to participate at a low level in conducting a poll survey, Next, the adequacy
of material and equipment for administration was found to be at a moderate level (68.09%).
Furthermore, both the village fund committee members and the ordinary members found that the
personnel was appropriate (91.79%)

3. The village fund committee members and the ordinary members had more
or less the same opinion about the operational process of the village fund ()_(= 3.09 and 2.86,
respectively)

4. Regarding the output, both the committee members and the ordinary
memBers agreed that the village fund would be sustainable (i =3.12 and 2.98, respectively). As
for security and the living condition of community people, both the committee members and the
ordinary members strongly agreed that this would be continuously dealt with. They believed
that the one-nillion village fund enable community people to develop their knowledge and skills.
Concerning making a loan to increase the community’s potential, it was found that the members
borrowed an amount of 5,000 — 20,000 baht, or an average of 12,900 baht a person, to develop
their occupation. About 64.48 percent had an increased income and only 10.65 percent thought

that they would earn more after making a loan.

Recommendations

1. Itis not appropriate for each village to be equally allocated the village fund of a
miilion baht because of the differences in the local area, the number of population and the
people’s living condition. In the future, these differences should be taken into consideration.

2. The period for paying back the loan is not appropriate because it is not the period
when they sell their produces. Therefore, the return payment period should be scheduled in
accordance with community people’s occupations and income.

3. An accounting problem had arisen because the committee do not have a knowledge
of accounting. Therefore, the government agency concerned should give them advice sc that

they can do it correctly.
