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The objectives of this research work are 1) to create and publicize a set of knowledge/ tools/ ideas for
members in the community; 2) to evaluate the efficiency and effectiveness of the presentation or pubtication-of the set of
knowledge/ tools/ ideas; 3) to survey on local people’s opinions, acceptance, supports or protests to the establishment of the
“community radio leaming center”; 4) to promote participatory cor.nmunication of local people in the community; and 5) to get
supporters or volunteers who indirectly work for the community radio. This research work is an interdisciplinary study. The
methodology of this piece of research consists of the qualitative method that uses structural interviews and the quantitative
method that uses a set of questionnaire. This research work is done in three steps. The first step is to establish a set of
knowledge/ toois/ ideas. The second step is to present the set of knowledgé/ tools/ ideas. The final step is a survey research
which consists of two activitie_s, i.e., 1) a test for effectiveness of research toc.)Is and 2) the éurvey on the samples’ opinions on the
establishment of community radio learning center. The research results are as follows:

Step 1: The researcher’s creation of a set of knowledge/tools/ideas concering the community radio retains significant
issues including 1) meaning and characteristic of community radio; 2) management for community radio; 3) local people’s
participation o community radio; and 4) roles of and advantages from community radio.

in step 2, the created set of knowledg-e is publicized to tocal people in the community. The results show that each of
the three groups of samples can be well impacted by different ways of publication. Thatis 1) the group of primary school students
can be well impacted by the explanation with pictorial charts, along with songs and dances; 2} the groub of secondary school
students and staffs of organizations can be well affected by the e)gpl_anation with pictoriat charl_s: and 3) the group of ‘general
people can be well impacted by the actual visit and the face-to-face explanation that allows them .to directly ask the researcher.

In step 3, after the ideas have been publicized, the effectivehé'ss' .df-t-ools is tested with a set of questionnaire and
interviews. The results show that, in the overview, the awareéness of local people of the two tamibons (sub-distﬁ'c'ts) is in a'good
level. However, people in Tambon Buhom are still remarkably confused with the advertisement, which needs further improvement.
Aftefwards, the survey on opinions on the establishment of “comrﬁunity radio learning center” is carried out, The results show that
most local people of both tambons want the establishment of “community radio leaming center” iﬁ their comm'unities... ‘

The output from this research is a systematic preparatory process for the establishment of ‘commdriity radio learning
center”. This phenomenon has never occurred before. The process consists of four precise steps, i.e., 1) creating a set of

knowledge on community radio: 2) bub!icizing the set of knowledge; 3} evaluating the level of knowledge; and 4) gleaning

opinions.
