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The purposes of this research were to study current conditions and problems of educationai
management in basic education provision to protect disadvantaged children from drug and crime, to study
the requirement of participative management of basic education provision from the Royal Thai Police to
manage education for drug and crime protection in disadvantaged children, and to develop a participative
manvagement model of the Royal Thai Police in basic education provision for drug and crime protection for
disadvantaged children. The findings were:

1. The current conditions and problems of educational management in basic education provision to
protect disadvantaged children from drug and crime were; the schools did not have policies and budgefs for
operating in protection of drug and crime activities, and teachers had many tasks.

2. The requirement of participative management of basic education provision from the Royal Thai
Police to manage education for drug and crime were; (1) the Royal Thai Police supports the measures fd
promote children learning on drug and crime protection, (2) the polices should be a regular guest speaker in
schoot and participate in operating curriculum for the disadvantaged children, (3) the polices should be the
school board, and (4) the polices support and coordinate with the other organizations to support in the
activities for disadvantaged children.

3. The partnership and commitment model of a participative management of the Royal Thai Police
in basic education provision for drug and crime protection for disadvantaged children comprised; (1) the
objective was to prevent disadvantaged children from drug and crime, (2) the concept was to encourage
ideas of being partnership and commitment between police stations, schools, parents and communities, (3)
the character of participation was to cooperate with each other by formal and informal character, (4) the
process of participatioh was to make decision and work together, and (5) the role of participation was to be

the academic and budget.
