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ABSTRACT

Malacofauna diversity in Southern part of Prachinburi Province, Eastern Thailand,
had been studied, Specimen were collected from 8 stations including freshwater and
terrestrial habitats. A total of 24 families, 38 genera and 46 species were recorded. All of
species recorded are classified as: freshwater snails, 9 families, 16 genera and 21 species;
land snails, 10 families, 14 genera and 15 species; and freshwater bivalves, 5 families, 8

genera and 10 species.
