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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to compare English listening ability and
the attitude toward English Subject of the Forth Year Primary Students by using songs
and by conventional method.

The subjects consisted of 2 groups of the students of Watkradangnga and
Watsatthapirom school, Singburi, experimental group and controlled group.

The research instruments were two types of lesson plans : lesson plans using
song as a teaching instrument for the experimental group and conventional lesson plans
for the controlled group couple with learning attitude test. The research was an
experimental research by using English listening test with degree of reliability at 0.850.
The collected data were analyzed into mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings revealed that:

1. The listening post-test score of the students English listening ability taught
by the lesson plans using song was higher than the pre-test at the .01 level.

2. The listening post-test score of the students English listening ability taught
by the conventional lesson plans was higher than the pre-test at the .01 level.

3. The listening post-test of the students English listening ability taught by the
lesson plans using song was higher than the student taught by the conventional lesson
plans at the .01 level.

4. The attitude towards English of students after taught by the lesson plans

using was significantly higher than before taught at the .01 level.



5. The attitude towards English of students after taught by the conventional

lesson plans was higher than before taught at the .01 level.
