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This research aimed to study factors effecting waste disposal behavior of the
housewives in Warinchumrab municipal area. It's objectives are 1) to study the waste
sorting and disposing behavior of the housewives in Warinchumrab municipal area of
Ubonrachathani province; 2) to determine factors influencing such behavior; 3) to
investigate problems and constraints in waste sorting and disposing; and 4 to suggest
practical solution as well as to promote proper household waste sorting and disposing
among the housewives. Related variables included age, education, occupation, income, the
number of household’s members, perception of information, knowledge, and attitude
towards waste collection service of the municipality.

This study is a survey research conducted by sampling of 281 housewives from 5
communities in Warinchumrab municipal area. The data was collected by using
questionnaires. Statistical techniques used were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-
test and one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA).

The results reported that the majority of housewives were between 36 — 51 years of
age with primary level of educational attainment. Their monthly income ranged between

1,000 — 10,000 Bahts. They engaged only in housework. The number of household’
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member is not exceed 5 people. They obtained information about waste disposal through
television programme. The household waste was managed by disposing in the waste
containers provided by the municipality which was daily collected by the municipal van.
Their level of knowledge about waste disposal was rather high. While their attitude
towards sanitary waste management was at moderate level, so was their proper behavior in
waste disposal.

The analysis suggested that the knowledge about waste disposal was the only
factor effecting waste disposing behavior. Whereas age, occupation, income, the number
of household’s member, perception of information, and attitude towards waste
management did not effect such behavior.

It was found that the problems of waste sorting and disposing were due to the the
frequencies of waste collection of the municipality in some area where the waste was left
over for many days which cause odor nuisance and may become source of the diseases. In
addition, responsible officer took little time to sloppy collect the waste with careless, and
left some waste scattered around. Besides, these housewives lacked of knowledge about
how to sort the waste before disposing. The number of waste containers were not enough
and too small.

It was recommended that the municipality should conduct the campaign to educate
and increase the knowledge of the people about proper waste sorting and disposing. The
number of waste containers should be more available. Importantly, the waste containers

should be provided separately for each type of the waste especially for hazardous waste

with distinct label.
