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The pﬁrpose of the study was twofold : (i) to find out the degree of
immunization against drug addiction of secondary school students on the basis of three
life skills, that is, decision-making and problem-solving skill, refusion skill, and selt-
assertion skill, and (2) to examine the relationship between social order, psychological
characteristics and environment and the student’s immunization against drug addiction.

A questionnaire was employed to collect the data from 396 students in
Secondary Schools 2 and Secondary Schools 5 at Chonburi “Sukbot” School,
Ban Suan (Chan-Anusorn) School, Saensuk School and Nongrimongkolsuksawat
School. These students were selected by multi-stage sampling. Frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation were used to describe the data and t-test and F-test to test
the hypothesis.

The findings were summed up as follows : TE 132319

1. The male students slightly cut numbered the female students their ages
ranged from 12 to 17 years. Most were studying in lower secondary school.
The parents of mere than half lived together.

2. The level of the students’ immunization against drug addiction was
found to be high. All the three life skills considered were found to be high, too, i.e.,
decision-making and problem-solving skill, refusion skili and self-assertion skill.

3. The factors related to their immunization against drug addiction were
sex, attitude toward drug addiction, acknow!edge of drug addiction, social order in the
school, social order outside the school, social support, physical environment,
relationship within the family and friend selection. On the contrary, knowledge about
amphetamines was found to have no effect on the students’ immunization against drug

addiction.
