The two objectives of the study were @ (1) to {ind out the participation in Thai culture
conscrvation of the students at Rajabhat Ubonratchathani Instiute, and (2) to identify the factors
related 1o their participation m Thai culture conservation.

The sample group was composed of 185 students in the first to fourth year levels
who enrollcd in the first semester of the 2001 academic year. The questionnaire for data collection
included the questions on the general characteristics of the samples, the acknowledgement of
information about culture. the measurement of the attitude toward Thai culture conservation and the
measurement of the behavior in participating in Thai culture conservation. T-test, ANOVA or F-test
and Pearson’s Product-Moment Correlation were used to test the hypothescs.

The findings were summed up as follows :

I) The students at Rajabhat Ubonraichathani Institute particularly those in the
Faculty of Liberal Arts, were found to participate in Thai culture conservation at a high level.

2) The students got access to the information about Thai culture at a high level and
also had a highly positive attitude toward Thai culture conservation.

3) The factors found to have a relationship with the students’ participation in Thai
culture conservation were sex, age, ficld of study, access to the information about Thai culture and
attitude toward Thai culture conservation. Male students were found to participate in this activity
more than female counterparts and older students participated in the activity more than younger
students. Students in Faculty of Science participated less than other groups. Furthcrmore, there were
positive relationship between students™ participation and the access 10 the information and their

attitude.
The rescarcher made the following recommendations -

. Rajabhat Insutute should encourage students of all year levels to participate in
Thar culture conservation. Particularly, older students should be leaders in carrying out related
activities, Also, more female students should be persuaded to join Thai culture conservation activities.
2. The students should be made to realize the importance and value of Thai
culture. By doing so, they will have positive attitude and participate more in Thai culture

conservation.
