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The study on the Evaluation of Street Children Development Project, Sang San
Dek Foundation has three objectives: 1) to evaluate the cfficiency in implementing  Street
Children Development Project, Sang San Dek Foundation and 2) to evaluate the effectiveness of
the project.

Samples of the study are 30 street children who have stayed in Sangsan Dek
House since June 2001 and 5 staff persons of Street Children Development Project. Data was
collected by structured interview for street children and open ended questionnaires were used for
data collection from staff. Statistics using for data analysis were percentage and mean. While
thematic analysis was used for data from open ended questionnaires.

Findings of the study are:

1. Input: Budget and personnel. The study found that there is enough budget for
project implementation. Quality and quantity of personnel of the Street Teacher Project is also
satisfied. However, for personnel of Street Children Development Project, a number of personnel
is still limited.

2. Process: The implementation of Street Children Development Project and
Street Teachers are independent from one another. Brainstorming among project officers are used
during a period of project planning and implementation. Activities of the two projects are proper
for age of children and benefit for children which could enhance them to have good future and

good life.
3. Output: Satisfaction of children on services in 4 basic conditions for living,

education and training are at high level. While those of regulations are at medium level.

Recommendations:

The researcher found that problems and obstacles of input are the limitation of
number of personnels of Street Children Development Project. Therefore, there should be an
increasing of a number of personnel. Because manytimes there are large number of children
which would result in uncoverage of services particularly, consultation and process for
monitoring children who returning to their family. Limitation in term of budget would lead-to the
decrease of some activities which would benefit children such as the study trips or youth camp. In
addition, cooperation with government agencies is crucial . Government agencies should support

the project in terms of places or reduction of some expenses for disadvantaged children.
