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This research had three objectives to study namely 1)
opinions on the impact resulting from policy change of the
responsibility of the Highway police in two aspects; the
morale and the operation of the Highway Police, 2) factors

relating to the morale and the operation of the Highway
Police resulting from policy change of responsibility of the
Highway Police and 3) guidelines to solve problems in
operation of the Highway Police.

This research was a quantitative research.Questicnnaire
was used to collect data from 96 Highway police at the
Second Highway Police Station of the First Police District
Area at Hinkong from 1-15 October, 2001.

The study found the followings.

1. The impact level on morale aspect of the Highway
police from policy change of the responsibility was at
medium level (X = 2.25).The impact level on aspect of the

Highway Police’'s operation from policy change of
responsibility was low (X = 2.00).

2. The study on factors relating to the impact from
policy change ¢f the responsibility of the Highway police
found that educational 1level, position and governmental
working period had relations to the impacts from policy
change of the responsibility with 0.5 statistical
significance. While age, working duration at the the Second
Highway Police Station of the First Police District Area at
Hinkong and fields of responsibilities had no relation to
the impact from policy change of the responsibility with 0.5
statistical significance. ,

3. The study on the Highway Police’s opinions and
recommendations on the impact from policy change of the
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responsibility found that they are more negative than
positive on the transfer of investigative responsibilities
and the handling of a fine to the provincial police. They
viewed that the duties should belong to the Highway Police.
Recommendations were as follows;

1. The superiors should willingly 1listen to their
subordinates and should organize a meeting to inform them
about the implementation guidelines so that their works were
effective.

2. After the transfer of investigation and handling
of a fine to the provincial police, policies and plans
should be set for the Highway Police to be responsible in
others duties.

3. There should have a clear agreement of cooperation
between the Highway and the provincial police for the
success of the works.

4. The provincial police should be her prerared in
terms of service place and equipment for the people’s
conveniencies.

The study found that the policy change of
responsibilities for the Highway policy had the impact that
resulted in the operation’s difficulties, waste of budget
and people’s inconveniences. Therefore the poclicy should be
reviewed to eliminate those problems.
