This research aimed tc 1) examine the level of behavior in choosing drinking water
of the housewives; 2) examine the level of knowledge in choosing safe drinking water;
3) investigate the attitude of the housewives towards choosing safe drinking water; and
4) determine factors influencing behavior of the housewives in choosing drinking water in
Warinchumrab municipal area, Warinchumrab district, Ubonrachathani province, including
age, occupation, educational level, monthly income, number of family’s member,
knowledge about sanitary drinking water, perception of drinking water information, and
attitude towards drinking safe water. Interview sampling was made among 275 housewives.
The data was statistical analyzed by percentage, mean, standard deviation, one-way analysis
if variance, and t-test. The result showed that:

1. The samples were between 28 — 47 years of age. Main occupation was
housewives. Their educational attainment was at primary school level. The number of
family member was about 4 — 6 people. Family income was less than 10,000 Baht per
month, and they paid not more than 200 Bahts for drinking water. Information on drinking

water was received through television.
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2. About 76.4 % of these housewives had moderate level of knowledge about
choosing safe drinking water, followed by high (12.0 %) and low (11.6 %) levels.

3. Almost all (92.0 %) had uncertain level of attitude towards choosing safe
drinking water.

4. About 66.2 % had moderate level of behavior regarding choosing drinking
water, followed by high (20.3 %) and low (13.5 %) levels.

5. It was found that age, occupation and perception of information are factors
influencing behavior in choosing drinking water. Whereas monthly income, number of
family’s member, knowledge about sanitary drinking water, and attitude towards choosing
safe drinking water had no influence upon behavior in choosing drinking water.

6. Recommendations: Water supply is the major source of drinking water. In
Warinchumrab municipal area, the water supply was announced as “Drinking Water
Supply”. Thus it is important to inform and educate the people how to choose sanitary
drinking water. The water supply system should be expanded to cover every household,
and the water should be regularly distributed. Public water supply and drinking water
sold in the market should be regularly inspected for quality control. Importantly,
punishment was made strictly to those failed to practice the law. Hence, the general people
-and the people in Warinchumrab municipal area would have sanitary, safe, good quality,
and save drinking water which consequently bring about good health and quality of life of

the people.
