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The study of “The Role of Members in Carrying Out Activities of People
Living with HIV/AIDS Self-Help Groups: A Case Study of Khonkaen Province” had
the following objectives:

1. To study the members’ role in the activities carried out by HIV/AIDS
self-help groups in Khonkaen;

2. To study factors affecting the members’ role in the activities carried out by

HIV/AIDS self-help groups in Khonkaen;
3. To use the research results as guidelines to improve the members’ role in
" activities of self-help groups in Khonkaen.

The data were collected by using questionnaires. The sample consisted of 215
members of HIV/AIDS self-help groups in Khonkaen. The statistics employed for data
analysis were frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation, also for data
descriptive were t-test and F-test.

Results

1. Most of the sample were female, aged between 31-35 years, completed

less than secondary Level education, were divorced, were farmers, had a monthly
income of 1-500 baht per month and had received training from 6-10 times.

2. Overall, members of HIV/AIDS group had received a moderate level of

information about AIDS.
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3. Overall, members of HIV/AIDS self-help groups had a moderate level
of knowledge and understanding about AIDS.

4. Overall, members’ role in the activities of HIV/AIDS self-help groups
was at a moderate level. When considering each individual activity, it was found
that the activities which had the highest average score were group participation,
extension of the operating network to AIDS family/ community, helping members
and non members, and strengthening group development.

S. Factors affecting the members’ role in the activities of HIV/AIDS self-
help groups were number of times tlléy had participated in training about AIDS,
receiving the AIDS information and knowledge and understanding about AIDS.
Factors that did not affect the members’ role in activities of HIV/AIDS self-help
groups were sex, age, education level, marital status, occupation and monthly

income,
