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This study was part of the package research which covered all the target
areas in Pattani Province, The study was aimed at associating the background of Thai
Muslims in the urban community and the social structure. It compared the urban community
with the semi-urban and semi-rural community and the rural community in Pattani Province,
A questionnaire was used to collect the data from 358 Thai Muslim people in Pattani
Province. Percentage, mean and correlation were used for data analysis.

It was found that Thai Muslims in the urban community mainly belonged to
kinship-system of social structure followed the factional-system supplemented by the patro-
client system, It was found that sex, age, education, occupation, income, were found to
have a relationship with the systems.

When the three types of community were compared, the kinship-system was
mainly followed in the rural community, which was being urbanized Thai Muslims had to
strictly follow Muslim practices, seek as announcement of faith in the religion, la-made 5
times a day, donation, fast, or traveling to join the Hudji ceremony, This reflected the value
consensus. The progress to the patron-client system and the factional-system among Thai

Muslims was inert or even standstill.

The social structure of the urban community which belonged to kinship
reflects that seniority, equality, and hospitality are prevailing, Therefore, to strengthen the
society, focus should be on Islamic fratenality, This may be done by establishing a Fundu-
in Club, Tadeeka School at village, tambon, district and provincial levels. Religions leaders
and local leaders should hold seminars. Occupational promotion group should be formed,

especially the housewife group, in order to eam additional income for the families.
