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ABSTRACT

The study on people’s preparedness to earthquake disaster in San Kamphaeng
Municipality Area, San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province has the following purposes
1) to study the people’s preparedness to earthquake disaster 2) to study the factors of the people’s
preparedness to earthquake disaster and 3) to propose the managing guidelines for earthquake
disaster for the people’s preparation. This study employs questionnaires to collect data from 366
people and 22 community leaders in San Kamphaeng Municipality Area. 20 directors and officers
of San Kamphaeng Municipality Area were interviewed. Data were then analyzed with
descriptive statistics which were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation. The data

were then explained in description.

The result of the study found that the level of the people’s preparedness to earthquake
disaster was average. Specifically, most people who have lived in San Kamphaeng Municipality
Area for more than 10 years did not realize that the area had an earthquake risk. They experienced
earthquake in the area but were not affected by the disaster. They were informed about
the preparation for an earthquake mostly from television; however, they were never trained to
prevent and reduce earthquake hazards. Moreover, the community’s leaders’ preparedness to

earthquake disaster was at low level.



In terms of the factors of the people’s preparedness to earthquake disaster, the score
analysis of each aspect showed that the consciousness factor, the attitude factor, and the family
support factor were given importance of average level. Next, communication factor was given

importance of low level, and participation factor of the lowest level.

Regarding the managing guidelines for earthquake disaster for the people’
preparation, responsible government offices needed to cooperate with the people in communities,
schools, and temples. People from every section should participate in the process of managing
disaster, using community as a base. Tools should be developed to create direct effect earthquake
such as earthquake simulation. Such a tool can lead to change in terms of knowledge,

understanding, attitude, and consciousness of the people’s preparation for earthquake disaster.
