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The purposes of this study were to: (1) compare the social studies
achievement of the eleventh grade students learned with self — directed activities and the
conventional activities; and (2) to study the learning satisfaction towards self — directed
activities and the conventional activities of the eleventh grade students at Tautaeptittaya
School, Suratthani province in the academic year 2009. The sixty eleventh grade students
were divided into control and experimental groups with 30 students in each group. There
were 2 types of lesson plans : self-directed learning and conventional activities which covered
6 weeks of teaching. The instruments used in the research consisted of achievement test
which had reliabilities of 0.618 and learning satisfaction inventory. The data were
analyzed by arithmetic mean ( X)), standard deviation (S.D.) and t— test.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The ecleventh grade students learned by the self — directed learning
activities acquired higher scores on learning achievement than those who learned by
conventional activities at the significant level of 0.05.

2. The eleventh graders learned by the self — directed learning activities
expressed higher learning satisfactory level than those who learned by conventional

activities at the significant level of 0.05.
