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The purposes of quasi experiment research were 1) To study the level of critical thinking skills and
social skills of students who had participated in the think-pair-share technique. 2) To compare the critical
thinking skills and social skills of the students between the group which had participated in the think-pair-share
technique and the group which had not participated in the think-pair-share technigue. The group study of the
students consists of 160 students in the 5" grade. The group study is divided into 2 experimented groups, 40
students in each group and 2 controlled group, 40 students in each group. The research is conducted of quasi-
experimental Solomon four-group design. The experimental group cooperative learning of Think-Pair-Share
technique. Control group using traditional learning. Tools for trial was divided into four types 1) lesson plans for
the experimental group 2) lesson plans for the control group. 3) Tests of critical thinking skills, and 4) Tests of
social skills. Statistical analysis by t test, ANOVA and MANOVA.

The research finding were:

1) The students receiving the think-pair-share technique obtained the score of critical thinking skills at
a normal level prior to receiving the treatment and at a relatively high level after receiving the treatment. They
also obtained the score of social skill at a fairly high level before receiving the treatment and at a high level after
receiving the treatment. On the other hand, the students who did not receiving the think-pair-share technique
obtained the score of social skills at a normal level before and after receiving the treatment. These students also
get the score of social skill at a relatively high level before and after receiving the treatment.

2) The student received the think-pair-share technique has more score of critical thinking skills and
social skills than the other group who do not receive the activity. (p<.05) In general, the average of the score of
critical thinking skills after the activity is higher than the score of critical thinking skills before the activity by
16.475 percentages. The average of the score of social skill after received the activity is higher than the score of

the social skill before receiving the activity by 12.083 percentages.
