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The study examined effects of non-formal education activities toward the usage of Thai
language in dalily life of educable mentally Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute, and compare
result of effects of non-formal education activities toward the usage of Thai language in daily life
of educable mentally Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute. The purposes were to 1) study
effects of non-formal education activities toward the usage of Thai language in daily life of
educable mentally Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute and 2) compare the results of non-
formal education activities toward the usage of Thai language in daily life of educable mentally
Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute. The samples were 9 educable mentally retarded students
in Rajanukul Institute during the work preparation period at Rajanukul Institute. The research
instruments comprised of the developed Computer Aided Instruction: CAl Program, Pre-test, and
Post-test. The developed non-formal education activities processes included 1) creating learning
atmosphere, 2) promoting and supporting thinking skills, 3) promoting and supporting learning
experience, 4) implementation and 5) evaluation. The data were analyzed by using Mean (f ),
Standard Deviation (S.D.), and The Wilcoxon Matched Pairs Signed-Ranks Test statistic.

The results were as follow:

1. The effects of non-formal education activities toward the usage of Thai language in
daily life of educable mentally Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute showed that the learning
achievement of the participants after the experiment were higher than before the experiment at
the .05 level of significantly differences.

2. Results of the comparison of non-formal education activities toward the usage of
Thai language in daily life of educable mentally Retarded youths in Rajanukul Institute showed
that there was significant difference between the learning achievement scores of the pre and

post tests at the significant level of .05.
