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The purposes. of this research were to (1) analyze lengths of study time and quality of Master's degree
theses of Education students with different theses characteristics (2) compare lengths of study, time and quality of
Master's degree theses of Education students with different theses characteristics. The 406 theses produced in
academic year 2004 to 2006 were subjects of this study. The research instruments were research characteristics
coding form and research quality evaluative form. Descriptive statistics, t-test and One-Way ANOVA were used in

the data analysis.

The results of research were as follow:

1. The 406 theses produced in the academic years 2004 to 2009 were composed of 316 quantitative
studies, 38 gualitative studies and 52 mixed method studies. Many of them (42.50 percent) involved content about
instructions for learners’ development.

2. The quality of these theses was good. The average scores of quality for theses in 2 years, 3 years and
4 years were 2.80, 2.84 and 2.72 respectively. The quality of quantitative studies, qualitative studies and mixed
methods studies was good. The average scores of quality were 2.79, 2.77 and 2.84 respeclively.
3. The result of theses characteristics comparison were
3.1) The quantitative studies, (1) The theses of students who were civil servants or had no occupation
had less time spent on them than students which other occupations. (2) The theses involving instructions for
learners’ development had less time spent on them than theses of other topics at .05 level of statistical
significance. (3) The quality of quantitative studies in the Department of Educational Research and Psychology
Department's was higher than in other departments’”.
3.2) The qualitative studies, not characteristics variables were effecl to lengths of study time and the
quality of studies at .05 level of statistical significance.
3.3) The mixed method studies, not characteristics variables were effect to lengths of study time and
the quality of studies at .05 level of statistical significance.
4. The average study lime of quantitative studies, qualitative étudies and mixed method studies were
3.01 years, 3.00 years and 3.10 years respectively. The theses which spent 2 years and 3 years for studied were

higher quality than the theses which spent 4 years for studied at .05 level of statistical significance.
