The purpose of this research was to study on the operation of consumer education for
preschoolers in the lead schools under the office of the basic education commission in 3 areas:
administration, implementation and evaluation. The population were 52 administrators, 67
teachers and informants were 420 parents of lead schools under the office of the basic education
commission which joined in early childhood workshop “Consumer Education develops early
childhood well being”. The research instruments were a questionnaire form, an interview form, a
focus group form, an observation form and a survey form. The data were analyzed by using
frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean and contents analysis

The results were as follows:

1. Administration: administrators made a plan of the operation of consumer education for
preschoolers by 94.1 percent, the most operation planning was the use and maintenance of the
resources and assigned person in charge. All administrators provided training and an
environment to support the operation.

2. Implementation: all preschooler teachers provided consumer education instructional
organization for preschoolers by 79.4, the most instructional organization providing was the
healthy food choosing, the spending and saving and the use and maintenance of the resources.
Mostly teacher used conversation method. The most media using was story book, other than this
teacher arranged extra activities to promote preschoolers by 93.7. Teachers allowed parents and
communities to participate; parents participated by given materials and tools at most while
communities participated as lecturers at most.

3. Evaluation: administrators monitored administration in 3 areas: policy planning,
personnel and resources and budget, using an informal conversation at most, followed by
observation and the least were questionnaires. Administrators monitored implementation in 3
areas, for the instructional organization was monitored by visiting classroom at most, extra
activities and cooperation between home school and communities both of these were monitored
by an informal conversation at most. The evaluation result of consumption behaviors of
preschoolers evaluated by parents and teachers were at the good level (X = 3.54) and

(X =3.77) respectively
