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ABSTRACT

The research aims to 1) investigate the state and problems of academic
administration in private schools in basic education level as perceived by administrators
and teachers under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Private Education Commission,
Phetchabun Province; and 2) compare state and problems of academic administration in
private schools in basic education level as perceived by administrators and teachers
under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Private Education Commission, Phetchabun
Province, divided by gender, position, marital status, educational level, experience in
teaching, monthly income from educational institute, and educational area. The samples
were 318 administrators and teachers under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Private
Education Commission, Phetchabun Province in academic year 2013. Yamane’s formula
and stratified random sampling were applied to calculate the sample size. The data were
collected using questionnaire related to the state and problems of academic
administration in private schools in basic education level as perceived by administrators
and teachers under the jurisdiction of the Office of the Private Education Commission,
Phetchabun Province. The reliability of questionnaire was 0.894. Data were analyzed in
terms of frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, one-way ANOVA, and
Scheffe’s method.

The results were as follows.

1. The state and problems of academic administration in private schools in
basic education level regarding opinions of administrators and teachers under the

jurisdiction of the Office of the Private Education Commission, Phetchabun Province:



1.1 The administrators and teachers agreed that the overall state of
academic administration in private schools were at high level, ranked mean from highest
to lowest as follows: 1) measurement and evaluation, 2) curriculum development, 3)
instructional management, and 4) use of information technology for communication and
learning.

1.2 The administrators and teachers agreed that the overall problems of
academic administration in private schools were at low level. However, when
considering each aspect, there was a problem at moderate level while there were 3
problems at low level, ranked mean from highest to lowest as follows: 1) measurement
and evaluation, 2) instructional management, 3) curriculum development, and 4) use of
information technology for communication and learning.

2. The comparison of state and problems of academic administration in private
schools in basic education level regarding opinions of administrators and teachers under
Office of the Private Education Commission, Phetchabun Province:

2.1 According to the states of academic administration in private schools
regarding the opinions of administrators and the teachers, divided by position, marital
status, educational level, experience in teaching, and monthly income from educational
institute, there was a difference between these factors with a .05 level of statistical
significance. However, no difference was found when divided by gender and educational
area.

2.2 According to the problems of academic administration in private schools
regarding the opinions of administrators and the teachers, divided by experience in
teaching and monthly income from educational institute, there was the difference
between both factors with the .05 level of statistical significance. Howerer, no difference
was found when divided by gender, position, marital status, educational level, and

educational area.
