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Abstract

The issue of terrorism that exists as a present-day threat all around the world
has caused citizens in every country to panic. In the case of Thailand, terrorism can no
longer be regarded as a distant issue due to the bombing incident that took place at
Ratchaprasong Intersection, which resulted in a large number of deaths and injuries of
innocent civilians. Even though the government has placed greater importance on
protection and suppression measures, such measures have not alleviated the distress felt by
citizens in regards to the issue of terrorism. To this extent, the scope of impact of terrorism
is rather broad, ranging from public order and stability to the economy and tourism, which is
currently regarded as a major source of income for Thailand.

On the one hand, in the perspective of lawyers, an act of terrorism can be
deemed as a wrongful act that offers remedies for damages. However, in reality, restrictions
are placed on these remedies on account of the matter of evidence. In fact, in some cases,
it is not possible to find the suspect and proceed to trial, and even if such individual is
arrested, the suspect is usually incapable of paying compensation. In response to the
problem at hand, the government has implemented the Damages for the Injured Person and
Compensation and Expenses for the Accused in Criminal Cases Act B.E. 2544 (2001) and
Cabinet Resolution on the Provision of Assistance and Remedies with Regards to Casualties
Resulting from the Bombing Incident at Ratchaprasong dated 17 August 2015. However, the
aforementioned measures are, in essence, temporary solutions that do not cater to all
groups of victims of terrorism. This study aims to propose practical guidelines drawn from
those implemented successfully in France. When France encountered the issue of terrorism
in past decades, France proposed a revision of its law relating to insurance against acts of
terrorism in order to ensure that the insured will be protected by virtue of law. As seen in
French law relating to insurance against acts of terrorism, namely Decree No. 88-260 dated
18 March 1998, and the establishment of a fund protecting victims of acts of terrorism, it can
be determined that the law related to establishing a fund for victims of car accidents has

been utilized as a guideline to establish a similar fund for victims of acts of terrorism.
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This particular method is viewed by this study as a correct and appropriate
guideline, of which can be used to adapt to the case study of Thailand for the purposes of
creating morale and encouragement not only for Thai citizens but also for tourists from
foreign countries. In turn, it will create confidence in the efficiency of measures to provide

remedies for damages arising from acts of terrorism implemented by Thailand.
