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ABSTRACT
The purposes of this research were to : (1) study the creativity of the

undergraduate students, Silpakorn University, Phetchaburi IT Campus, (2)
study the relationship of the individual creativity, creative self-efficacy,
perceived university support for creativity, Emotional Quotient- EQ), and
Spiritual Quotient- SQ, and (3) study the factors influencing the creative self-
efficacy and individual creativity.

This research employed a Quantitative Research considered as the
survey model which was examined its quality through the validity and
reliability as the instrument for data collection. The samples group was
selected by using the multi-stages stratified sampling technique. The
population was the undergraduate students, Silpakorn University,
Phetchaburi IT Campus, Academic Year 2013. The researcher determined
the size of sample group according to the Yamane’s calculation Table

determined the maximum size of the = sample group for not less than

400 persons at the error value of 5%, and the reliability of 95%. The
researcher extended the samples for 525 persons more to increase the
benefits of research and data analysis. The descriptive analysis included
Frequency, Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation. The analysis
by Inferential Statistics included ¢ test, One-way ANOVA, Two-way
ANOVA, A paired-test by Scheffe’s method, Pearson’s correlation, and
stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The research results revealed as follows:

1. The individual creativity of the undergraduate students, Silpakorn
University, Phetchaburi IT Campus was at a moderate level, the Mean was
3.63, and the standard deviation was .47. Regarding to the difference
comparison of the individual creativity categorized by the Faculty, it was
found that the Faculty of Management Science’s students had the mean of
creativity higher than the mean of  Faculty of Animal Science and
Agricultural Technology’s students for 0.17 by statistical significance at .01
level, and the Faculty of Information and Communication Technology’s
students for 0.14 by statistical significance at .05 level.

With respect to the difference comparison of the individual creativity
categorized by the individual qualification, it was found that age, class, and
academic results were different and not different for the individual creativity.
Regarding to gender factor, it was found that the male students had the
creativity higher than the female students for .11 by statistical significance at

.05 level.
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2. The individual creativity of the undergraduate students, Silpakorn
University, Phetchaburi IT Campus had the relationship by statistical
significance at .001 level, a moderate level as creative self-efficacy,
perceived university support for creativity, Emotional Quotient (EQ), and
Spiritual Quotient (SQ) had the correlation coefficient (rxy) equal
to .576, .255, .378, and .553, respectively.

3. The factors influencing the creative self-efficacy including total
Spiritual Quotient (SQ) and total Emotional Quotient (EQ) could describe the
variance or had the predictive power or affected the creative self-efficacy for
25.3%, or had R’ value equal to .253 by statistical significance at .001 level.

4. The factors influencing the individual creativity included the
creative self-efficacy, total Spiritual Quotient (SQ), and total Emotional
Quotient (EQ) could describe the variance or had the predictive power or had
the influence towards the individual creativity for 47.7%, or R equal to

477 by statistical significance at .001 level.
