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Abstract

This research aimed to study (1) the effectiveness of the development of
Hot Spring in Raksavarin Park, Muang Ranong Municipality, Ranong Province
(2) factors affecting the development of Hot Spring in Raksavarin Park, Muang
Ranong Municipality, Ranong Province (3) problems and obstacles in the
development of Hot Spring in Raksawarin Park, Muang Ranong Municipality,
Ranong Province and (4) recommendations to enhance the development of Hot
Spring in Raksawarin Park, Muang Ranong Municipality, Ranong Province.

This study was a survey research. Population consisted of 9,871 tourists,
from which samples of 384 were obtained via Taro Yamane calculation, including 24
Administrators, Councilors of Ranong Municipality involved, entrepreneurs and
major shop owners in the area. Total of 408 samples were then included. Convenient
random sampling was applied. Instruments used were questionnaires and interviews.
Statistical tools employed were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
multiple regression analysis.

Research results revealed that (1) in the overall view, the effectiveness of
the development of Hot Spring in Raksawarin Park, RanongMunicipality Ranong
Province was in low level (2) factors affecting the development effectiveness at 0.01
level of statistical significance were fundamental structure and facilities (3) major
problems and obstacles in the development of Hot Spring in Raksawarin Park were
insufficiency of staff, deficiency of infrastructure such as electricity, pipe water, and
inadequacy of facilities such as parking space (4) major recommendations were :
tourist center with service officials in charge should be provided, public utility
system should be improved, security system should be arranged, shops, food stalls
and kiosks in the area should be orderly organized, there should be an improvement
of foot wells together with the installment of more deep wells, moreover,
opportunities should be provided to residents in the area to participate in developing
development plan of the Hot Spring.
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
