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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to evaluate the high Vocational Certificate Curriculum of
B.E. 2546 for Business Administration Courses in Accounting at Bunharn- Jamsai
Polytechnic College in Suphan Buri Province using the CIPP Model in 4 aspects:
context, input, process, and output. The sample, obtained by purposive sampling,
comprised 234 people: 6 instructors, 18 second year students, 105 people who
graduated during the years 2006-2011 and 105 graduates’ supervisors. The research
instruments included four sets of questionnaire of the High Vocational Certificate
Curriculum of B.E. 2546 for Business Administration Courses in Accounting at Bunharn-
Jamsai Polytechnic College in Suphan Buri Province: 1) a questionnaire for teachers
with reliability value of 0.82, 2) a questionnaire for students with reliability value of 0.87,
3) a questionnaire for graduates with reliability value of 0.89, and 4) a questionnaire for
graduates’ supervisors with a reliability value of 0.78. Data were analyzed in terms of
percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The findings indicated that:

1. The context: The teachers, students and graduates agreed that the
curriculum objectives and structures were appropriate at a high level except for the
professional and free electives departments, practicum and extra-curricular activities
which were rated at a moderate level. The curricular content was appropriate at a high
level.

2. The input: The teachers, students and graduates agreed that the teachers’

qualities were appropriate at a high level except for the number of teachers, and their



willingness to listen to students were rated at a moderate level. The students’ qualities
were rated at a moderate level except for their background knowledge which was rated
at a good level. The instructional media were rated at a high level except for the
libraries which were rated at a moderate level in terms of having current books. The
learning space was rated at a high level.

3. The process: The teachers, students and graduates agreed that the
instructional management was appropriate at a high level. The measurement and
evaluation were rated at a high level except for the application of the results of the
measurement to improve learning and teaching and the report of learning outcome to
students for improvement which were rated at a moderate level.

4. The output: The graduates’ supervisors agreed that the work behavior and

work performance of the graduates were appropriate at a high level.
