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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to: 1) develop supplementary curriculum entitled carpet
weaving in career and technology learning strand group for Prathomsuksa 5 students
in Chai Nat Province, 2) evaluate the supplementary curriculum entitled carpet weaving
in career and technology learning strand group for Prathomsuksa 5 Students as well as
their skills of carpet weaving, 3) study the students’ satisfaction towards the curriculum
for carpet weaving. The samples used in this study were three classrooms of
Prathomsuksa 5 students of Anuban Hanka school (Wat Takaedsana-
Suchaiprachasan) in Chai Nat Province selected by cluster sampling. There were 38
students in each class. The instrument used in this study were 1) a supplementary
curriculum entitled carpet weaving, 2) an achievement test on supplementary
curriculum entitled carpet weaving with a reliability of 0.819, 3) a questionnaire
evaluating carpet weaving skills, and 4) a questionnaire asking about the students’
satisfaction towards the curriculum for carpet weaving. Data were analyzed using the
average percentage standard deviation and t-test.

The results showed that:

1. There were 7 steps to develop supplementary curriculum entitled carpet
weaving in career and technology learning strand group including 1) study and analyze
data, 2) set of principles and objectives, 3) select contents, 4) manage the contents, 5)

select teaching experience 6) teach, and 7) evaluate of the results of the curriculum.



The curriculum covered the whole elements with the content based on the lecture and
performance. Test and performance were used to evaluate the 12 hour in 6 weeks
curriculum through 10 activities.
2. The evaluation of the supplementary curriculum entitled carpet weaving by

Testing and performing revealed that:

2.1 the posttest of the students’ learning achievement for carpet weaving
scored higher than the pretest at a significance level of .05.

2.2 the students’ laboratory Skills on carpet weaving was at a high level.

3. The students’ satisfaction towards the course was at the highest level.
