The purposes of this study were to establish and to find the efficiency of remedial
lessons to support Calculus 1-1 studying. The samples were 40 students who studied in
the first year of bachelor degree majoring in Division of Realproperty Valuation
Business, Faculty Rajamangala, University of Technology Krungthep Bangkok. The
students were divided into the experimental group and the control group which the
number of the students in each group were equal. The assessments for the remedial
lessons were conducted both during and after their classes. It was found that the
effectiveness of remedial lesson passed the criterion of 60/60 and that the mean score of
the experimental group was higher significantly at 0.05 than that of the control group.
Results from questionaires showed that the students were satisfied with the remedil
lessons but they did not find the values of Caculus 1-1 on their careers.
