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Mind improvement is beneficial for both mental and physical health as well as personality, relaxation, and human quality development.
The 10th National Economic and Social Development Plan (2550-2554 B.E.) emphasizes mind improvement in relation to the importance of human
development, whils the Department of Religious Affairs pays special attention to it as a part of bettering human quality and virtue. Therefore, this
rgsearch aims to examine the conditions of accommodations provided for conducting mind improvement activities, including the associaled facilities,
activities themselves, and expenses. It also compares the varied demands of group and individual participants as well as makes recommendations on
how to improve accommodations and activities. The hypothesis of the study is thal the type of participant affecls accommodation choices and the
organization of mind improvement activities.

The sample of the research was Sunantawanaram Temple, selected from mal 1,001 temples established according to the regulations of

the Sangha Supreme Council. Only overnight participants were focused on. The aspects under investigation were accommodation and participant

types, facilities, activities, and expenses. The study also classified four types of concepts. First, the physical pt consisted of the conditions of the

accommodations, the participants' demands, and the environment. Second, the aclivily ¢ pt was the Ma
concept was comprised of social and community markeling, marketing morality, and social responsibility, as well as the marketing mix. Both primary
and sacondary data were collecled through observations, surveys, and three sets of interviews administered at Sunantawanaram Temple, 333 sets of
questionnaires completed by the participants, as well as group and individual participation trials, The lemporal scope was October to November, 2009,

The research results show that the accommodation facilities and expenses comelated with the participants' demands, while the facilities

for activities and the activities th Ives wera ialed with almost all of the parlicipants’ demands. As for the facilities for activities, there were two

main buildings, namely the Youth Center and the Dharma Practice Pavilion. The former was a large building capable of ace dating approximalely
600 participants and up to 1,000 participants for rites, whereas the latter was compact and capable of accommodating aboul 200 participants. As for
the participant types, student participants coming in a group normally demanded the Youth Center, but the temple would organize activities for them in
both types of buildings. Although individual participants, mostly business owners, similarly requested the Youth Center, the temple would mainly put
them in the Dharma Practice Pavilion. Both types of participants were interested in the activities and thus would like to atlend almost all programs the
temple organized. It is important to note that all the findings were consistent with the hypothasis.

Guidelines for improving the accommodations and aclivilies were made as follows. In the future, the construction of accommodations
should take the elderly into consideration wilh the design being created to ensure good air flow as well as safety from animals and insects. In addition,
maps and signposts if be made available at regular places in the temple area. Finally, the activilies should be classified into primary and secondary
categories in order that the participants can prioritize their interests and needs for dharma praclice accordingly.

Since the participant types affect accommodation demands and organization of mind improvement activities, it can be concluded that the
participants will benefit from the activities and accomplish their objectives should the accommodations, facilities, and activities be provided for them
considering all aspects, namely the type and number of participants, the duration of participation, the preparedness of the venue, and the activity they

are interested in and would like Lo join.
