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The St_udy on Attitudes toward Being Single of Women in Bangkok Metropolitan
Area aimed to investigate factors affecting attitudes of Thai women toward being single.
The multiple stage sampling technique was used to select 527 sampled women aged 25-35
who worked in the Government offices, State Enterprise, and those who fived in the
communitieé in Bangkok Metropolitap Area. Self-administered questionnaire was used to
collect data from those who were government ofﬂciéls and staff of the State enterprise, while
face-to-face interview was used with women in the communities who may not be able to
read or write well.

The results obtained from Simple Regression Analysis revealed that respondents'
who had positive attitudes toward status and role of women, family's acceptance of being
single, attitudes toward conditions and constraints for getting married and negative attitudes
toward having children and buiiding up family v;/ere related to attitudes toward being
single at the 0.05 statistical significance level.

The results of the Multiple Regression Analysis indicated that the total 12
independent variables explained 11.8 pgrcent of variation of the dependent variabie. In
addition, the result‘ of‘ Stepwise Multiple Regression Analysis revealed tt_\at positive
attitude toward status and role of women could best explained the véﬁatic;n in attitude
toward beihg st.ngle (4.6%) followed by other 4 variables; attitudes toward conditiods
and conétralnts for getting married, negative attitudes toward having children, women's
educatioh and family's a’ccepiance of being single by increasing the expianatory power
by 2.9%, 1.7%, 1.1% and 0.9% respectively.
